Where is the Krishna Farm?

Situated ten kilometers outside Murwillumbah, in the foothills of Mount Warning (North East Coast NSW), 
the New Govardhana Hare Krishna Community is a 900 acre certified organic property with orchards, vege 
gardens, cows and peacocks. Streams and swimming holes in abundance. WWOOFers stay in a simple 
guest house room with shared bathroom facilities.
